Introductions

Presentation: BMI/IMMUNIZATION REGISTRY UPDATE                      Beth Costello (Altarum Institute)                              

· Beth Costello of the Altarum Institute reported on the progress of the SDIR-BMI project being implemented as a workgroup activity of the healthcare domain.  
· The data currently being collected for the surveillance database is coming from EMR data interfaces, community clinic pilot sites, and WIC data interfaces.  Additionally, promotion, awareness, and adoption will likely increase the amount of data being input for reports.
· There are 3 community clinic pilot sites throughout the county that Altarum has been directly supporting through the trial process—North County Health Services San Marcos, Imperial Beach Health Center, and La Maestra National City.  
· As of December 2009, data has been entered for 309 children across 7 sites.  Beth shared some statistics based on these numbers to demonstrate the ability to produce reports based on the data.  Percentages can be broken down by age, gender, zip code, etc.
· Shaila Serpas wondered how the pilots are being picked for the project.  Phil Nader reported that there are a lot of local champions present that have facilitated its adoption for piloting.
· Dean Sidelinger pointed out that an obstacle that many clinics face include the costs associated with patching data into their registries.  If the county is awarded the ARRA funding through the CDC, some of the dollars would hopefully be set aside for data patching in order to pilot the SDIR-BMI project at larger pilot sites.
· The hope is that the current activities can be taken to develop reports for various levels of evaluation, planning, and research.
UPDATE: STRATEGIC PLANNING RETREAT                                            Cheryl Moder/James Beaubeaux                              

· James Beaubeaux reported on the recent COI Annual Strategic Planning Retreat.  The purpose of this annual retreat is to convene key stakeholders of the COI such as the Leadership Council and Domain Champions in order to take a look at the current progress of the Initiative and examine strategies for how to move forward into the future.  The event was held at Stone Brewing Company in Escondido.  

· One of the larger ideas that arose as a result of the daylong discussion is to focus on a campaign that will involve the contribution of all domains into one larger project.  
· This retreat will be held for COI stakeholders every year.

UPDATE: CME WEBINAR                                                  Cheryl Moder/Phyllis Hartigan/Alyson Spencer                              

· Cheryl reported that the CME webinar, which covered childhood obesity prevention through practical in-office tips and resources, was held on January 21.  Cheryl moderated the call for approximately 40 medical providers across the county, including medical doctors, registered nurses, nurse practitioners, and even several dentists (all mostly in Pediatrics).
· She reported that 18 of the participants have taken the survey that is required for receipt of CME credits.  
· It was recommended that another webinar be done in the future, because this one was very successful.  Cheryl reported that she is working with the county to make information from the recent discussion available at a later time for those who could not attend the webinar.  Alyson added that CME credits can be issued to anyone who completes the webinar for the next 3 years.
· Resources from the speakers (Drs. Chris Wood, Scott Gee, and Shaila Serpas) are currently being compiled.  These will be sent to all participants and available on the website as soon as possible.
· James is interested in the whole bundle of information, when it is available, to send out to his doctors at the Medical Society.

· Erica will package the PowerPoint presentations and send them to the healthcare domain.

UPDATE: PARTNERSHIP FOR PRIMARY PREVENTION (P3)                                                  Phyllis Hartigan

· Phyllis reported on the P3 project, a partnership comprised of providers from a number of healthcare hospitals/facilities in San Diego that are working to promote obesity prevention services from the prenatal level of care up until age 5.  The initial plan involved linking OB/GYNs with Pediatricians, so that all providers on the continuum are sharing the same messages with families about obesity prevention and healthful living.
· Currently, this project has taken more of an IT focus.  Initial challenges included a difficulty bridging the gap between the OBs and Pediatrics.  The shift now will be to use the mother as the continuum, rather than the providers.  The plan for moving along in this manner includes possible use of a text-based device to provide teaching messages and links to other information, with the mother as the primary recipient.
· The P3 partners are looking at an NIH small business/innovative research grant to fund this work.  They are working with a company called DPS Health, which provides virtual health management services to its clientele.  DPS will be providing technical assistance on the grant.
· A meeting will be scheduled with DPS Health about partnering for the grant.

· Jenna Kirschenman, Project Coordinator of the Live Well Initiative (a “smaller COI” focused in the La Mesa & Spring Valley communities), asked the group to brainstorm partnership ideas in order to help bring healthcare resources to Live Well.  In turn, our group would be able to create some connections with providers in East County.  Jenna will present on Live Well next month to give the group more information.
· Zach Schlagel of UCSD announced that its hospitals are revamping their cafeteria menus, adding calorie counts, etc. in an effort to make the food services more healthful.  Zach will check in with the Director of Food Services at UCSD Medical to see if he would be interested in giving a presentation on the new menus.
· Additionally, Zach sits on the Healthcare Committee of the Chamber of Commerce, and his committee is developing a workplace wellness forum for its companies.  This is a pilot for the larger Chamber.  The tools will be available online by late February.  Cheryl asked if there was a component of the tool that covers lactation policy.  Zach said he would look into making sure this is included, and will forward Cheryl the site.  
· Cheryl gauged the group’s interest in a forum for healthcare providers to present worksite wellness “best practices.”  Shaila reported that Chula Vista Elementary School District is creating a wellness page, and several organizations including COI will be links on its page.  She reported that she did a presentation for the district’s families on obesity and wellness, and that it was well-received.

· Cheryl also announced that she will be doing a presentation to the CA School Board Association and would like to exchange information with Shaila and anyone else with similar experience on how to engage parents, faculty, staff, and superintendents.

· JuliAnna announced that kidsdata.org could be a helpful resource to partners, as it is all state-based statistics on child health.

· James announced that he’ll be presenting to the National City City Council on the topic of what effect planning will have on health as they undertake their Old Town Revitalization Plan.
