Introductions

 Leveraging public health infrastructure to confront childhood obesity
Phil Nader
· Phil briefed the group on a discussion he’ll be attending about the database in Washington DC on May 13.  There will be 50-60 people present, a third of them being legislative aids.  The focus topics will be health reform & childhood obesity.
· Phil presented the material that will be discussed in Washington, regarding the incorporation of BMI into the San Diego Regional Immunization Registry.  The intent of the project is to provide a snapshot of geographic trends for program planning and benchmark outcomes, lead to provider care enhancement, and serve as a resource for healthcare providers as well as the community.
· Shaila Serpas pointed out that some community clinics still have their records on paper, and that also, even if the records are electronic, it is a lengthy process to populate the SDIR database.  
· Chris Wood added that there are filters that can be programmed to extract specific figures for specific age groups.  An interface between data collection system and registry would solve these problems, but she agreed, it is the work flow that would be difficult, especially in doing it online.

· Chris Searles explained that the system at his clinic consolidates all data into one portal which  can be called up from a number of locations.  

· Cheri said that perhaps the domain should call on some IT experts that could provide some solutions to the project.  A subcommittee will be formed to start planning by Chris Wood, Shaila Serpas, Tanya Dansky, and Chris Searles.
· Chris Searles also added that might also be important to link data analyses with recommended services and programs as a sort of referral program.
WIC FOOD PACKAGES CHANGE

· Laura Alvarado presented on the new changes approved by the USDA for the WIC program, which grocery vendors will have to adhere to by October 2009 if they wish to continue to contract with the state and WIC.  
· Changes to the WIC packages are an effect of major issues such as lack of whole grains and produce in diet, short breastfeeding term, and overweight/obesity.  Major changes include revision of infant food packages, addition of fruits, vegetables, soy-based products, whole grains, reduction of other foods such as milk, eggs, and juice, and breastfeeding incentives.

· Laura distributed packets to the group detailing the changes, and asked members to notify her if anyone knows of any groups that might benefit from this information/would like her to present.

· Cheryl said that endorsing breastfeeding policies would be a good platform for the COI to push incentives with businesses, she will follow up with Laura to discuss this.
