welcome & Introductions

Presentation: aap-ca3 wic Provider outreach project                    Dr. Christine Wood 

· Dr. Chris Wood presented on behalf of the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP-CA3) and their WIC provider outreach project, which will implement healthcare provider outreach strategies and trainings for FY 2010.  The purpose of this project is to increase knowledge of the new WIC food package in San Diego County.
· The program will:

· Seek to educate providers about the new food package;

· Train providers on the new WIC referral form;

· Encourage providers to reinforce WIC educational messaging;

· Conduct in-service trainings on the WIC office, considering such factors as the community, patient demographics, and baseline knowledge of the effectiveness;

· Build on existing relationships with local pediatric offices, hospital-based providers, and community clinics to provide targeted education that will positively impact the health of young children in SD County.

· Chris explained that all 5 WIC agencies in the region were involved in developing the training  that is presented as outreach information to clinics that serve WIC clients. Pediatricians and their staff become aware of the WIC food package changes, WIC obesity prevention messages, and breastfeeding services. Currently, 30 clinics have been identified regionally that are considered the highest providers of WIC services.   Each clinic will receive a pretest and post test to gauge knowledge and serve as a measurement of the impact of the outreach.

· Joanne Drinkwater, Community Outreach Associate with American Red Cross WIC, reported that she has information packets which will be distributed to physicians at the clinics.
· Five key messages of WIC will be passed down to physicians to educate their WIC clients about WIC services: 
· WIC encourages access to healthy foods

· WIC encourages breastfeeding

· WIC helps families make healthy choices

· WIC encourages appropriate infant/toddler feeding

· WIC helps to increase physical activity

· Dr. Wood stated that the partnership between WIC and AAP is groundbreaking; it is a great opportunity to promote the changes to the WIC food package, which has received its first update in 30 years.
· Dr. Wood also mentioned an emphasis on sharing breastfeeding information with physicians.  For instance, one of the program objectives is to inform doctors of the ability to provide the first month of therapeutic formula to mothers with medical need; she went over some of the pediatric referral forms that they will train providers to fill out on behalf of their WIC clients.
· So far two presentations have been delivered to clinics.

· Phyllis Hartigan will follow up with Tara Milbrand on the potential to partner with WIC/AAP to promote 211 Physical Activity & Nutrition Database.

· Dr. Nader reported that he recently met with Dr. Wilma Wooten, Public Health Officer for the County of San Diego, to discuss the San Diego Immunization Registry BMI pilot project.   He updated the group on the support being provided by Altarum Institute, a healthcare research organization.  He indicated that Altarum Institute has provided San Diego with over $150,000 of technical assistance for this project.
· Dr. Nader indicated that he is hoping to step down from heading up this project; Dr. Chris Searles will step in to provide support.
· WIC is interested in leveraging SDIR BMI tool.
· The group discussed various BMI surveillance efforts around the country.
· Arkansas instituted a surveillance of overweight and obesity by school district for school-aged children
· Certain state models have been built to be school-based or registry-based.  One of the advantages of having a statewide model is that users can be clinically trained to use it.  A disadvantage with these models is being sure not to violate HIPAA guidelines.
· Michigan spent a lot of time developing clinical tools to improve usage and efficacy of BMI tool in their statewide immunization registry.  Its features include a reminder to add counseling activity and highlights BMI measurements in risk categories.
· Three bills have been proposed at the federal level on BMI surveillance: HR5209, HR3955, and HR 4033.
· The pilots in San Diego County are taking place at community clinics throughout the region, including Imperial Beach, North County (which is working with Lean Six Sigma, a business management strategy).  
· He reported that several clinics are interested in clinic level reports every three months.
· WIC is willing to do double-entry in order to access BMI features.
· The group discussed ways to identify the impact of SDIR-BMI efforts:
· Continue to improve regular functionality
· Enhance training 
· Promote regular use at WIC clinics
· Dr. Nader recommended that a coordinator be hired to maintain momentum of this pilot.
· Dr. Wooten will issue a public health order for physicians to include height and weight data, and revise provider agreements with SDIR (patient BMI information will be shared unless a physician opts out).
· Dr. Dean Sidelinger stated that the County received ARRA funding for data patches.  The County has stalled on the implementation of patches due to state pressure to adopt the state registry, which is not as robust as the local registry.  Dr. Nader urged the county to begin implementation with local registry to further data in support of the inclusion of a BMI function.  
UPDATE: CPPW GRANT                                                                                                                  Cheri Fidler

· Cheri reported that the CDC held an Action Institute in San Diego, which recently hosted groups being funded under CPPW (Communities Putting Prevention to Work—the name of the ARRA funding).
· She reminded the group that this grant focuses on nutrition, physical activity, health in schools, policies, and other community-based interventions that target positive outcomes in obesity prevention.
· Cheri indicated that the CDC announced a nationwide media campaign that they will take on in conjunction with smaller, local media campaigns that will use CPPW dollars in each winning region.  The same agency that worked on Kaiser Permanente’s “Thrive” campaign will be working with the County of San Diego on its obesity prevention media efforts.
· Cheri also reported that in effort to align ongoing COI efforts with those interventions carved out of the CPPW funding, the COI Leadership Council and CPPW Leadership Team communicate regularly.
· She also emphasized the important elements of change the funding will impact.  CPPW evaluators will be charged with assessing sustainability of the interventions and whether or not an environmental or policy change has been brought forth.

· Zach Schlagel announced that UC San Diego was recently honored as one of the top 15 major teaching hospitals in the nation, and UC San Diego Health System was recognized as one of the top 10 healthcare facilities.  To celebrate this award, UCSD Health System is hosting a Hillcrest Community Day on June 5 from 10am to 2pm.  There will be free health screenings, a chance to meet some of the medical teams, music, entertainment, etc.
· JuliAnna would like to organize a forum between hospital food service directors and Healthcare without Harm, Healthcare without Harm is an international coalition of hospitals and health care systems, medical professionals, community groups, health-affected constituencies, labor unions, environmental and environmental health organizations and religious groups invested in healthy practices in the medical field.  This organization will be invited to make a presentation at the August meeting.  She will follow up with Zach a potential co-presentation in September with the UCSD Medical Services Food Service Director.

· Phyllis Hartigan announced that the 211 Physical Activity and Nutrition Database is complete and includes obesity and diabetes prevention and treatment services across the county.
