	Safe Routes to School Grant (Katie Judd)
	· Katie Judd announced that Bancroft Elementary, an elementary school in La Mesa-Spring Valley School District, was recently awarded a Safe Routes to School (SRTS) mini-grant to start and complete during the 1st semester of the upcoming school year.
· According to the national website www.saferoutesinfo.org, Safe Routes to School programs enable community leaders, schools and parents across the United States to improve safety and encourage more children, including children with disabilities, to safely walk and bicycle to school. In the process, programs are working to reduce traffic congestion and improve health and the environment, making communities more livable for everyone.
· STRS programming includes tracking sheets of funded projects across the nation, pre- and post-tests for school administrators, parents, and students to gauge impact of the program in targeted school, and other resources that any school can refer to in implementing their own safe walk to school interventions.
· Katie cited that every Wednesday will be “walk to school” day at Bancroft.  This aspect of the program will involve teachers, staff, and parent outreach.  

· Melanie Briones of the Live Well Initiative will be spearheading the program at the school.  Bancroft was selected due to traffic concerns.

· Bancroft will also be working on this SRTS project with Kristin Hocum, a local SRTS representative that serves at the state level.

	Presentation:

Communities Putting Prevention to Work (CPPW) Grant
(Naomi Butler)
	· Naomi provided background: the County of San Diego Health and Human Services Agency applied for the ARRA Grant from the CDC.  The programming designated by this grant is entitled Communities Putting Prevention to Work (CPPW).

·  The purpose of CPPW is to create healthier communities through sustainable, proven, population-based approaches such as broad-based policy, systems, organizational and environmental changes in communities and schools; awardees will work collaboratively to promote and sustain policy change efforts in communities and schools.

·  San Diego received the most money ($16.1 billion) in the nation specific to obesity prevention.

· Contractors have already been designated. Four main contractors: UCSD, San Diego County Office of Education, CHIP, and SANDAG.  Naomi will be the lead contact for the UCSD and San Diego County Office of Education contracts. 

· Health promotion specialists have been assigned throughout the region to be point-persons for each intervention site. 

· Naomi explained that due to County procedure, it was necessary to sole source funding to government agencies; COI and other nonprofits will receive funding to carry out countywide interventions through contract modifications or be established as a subcontractor to one of the four main contractors.  For instance, the garden interventions have been contracted through UCSD, and COI is a subcontractor through the UCSD contract.  This made sense because UCSD already has the Network for a Healthy CA, which COI is partnered with across a number of wellness-related efforts.  She distributed a chart outlining the scopes of work for the different interventions and who the key partners are for each.

· JuliAnna Arnett is contracted to work on the community and school garden interventions.  Naomi stated that a good deal of the grant interventions are focused on policy, and coordinating efforts between schools and other community outlets to create joint-use agreements to allow community participation in school gardens.
·  Other interventions mapped out for this grant, but not related to the schools domain include built environment work through health impact and forecasting assessments, transportation and land use policies, and other interventions that join the public health agenda with planning community infrastructure. This work will be conducted with SANDAG.

· Vanessa Forsythe, a school nurse with San Diego Unified, mentioned that SDUSD has a small food distribution center.
· JuliAnna mentioned that for community and school gardens she and other partners have been looking at permit policies, district policies, etc.  She added that Aging and Independent Services (AIS) will be a partner in one of the objectives to pair older adult volunteers to help in gardens.  

· Angela DiCarlo suggested that another contact for the garden interventions is Katy’s Farms, which has a lot of resources.  For more information, contact Angela at 858.412.7738.

· In terms of the farmers’ market “Fresh Funds” incentive work plan, Naomi and JuliAnna provided a brief history on the “Fresh Funds” program and its beginnings at City Heights Farmers’ Market.  “Fresh Funds” are a form of payment distributed by the farmers’ market manager to low-income customers so they have currency with which to purchase food.  These “dollars” match SSI, WIC, and EBT (food stamps).  At the end of the business day, the farmers are reimbursed with actual dollars.  The goal is to increase access to fresh produce in underserved and provide a business opportunity to local farmers. The Fresh Funds program is funded by The Wholesome Wave Foundation, a Connecticut-based foundation. This intervention is to extend the Fresh Funds to other farmers markets and increase the amount of food stamp dollars spent on fresh produce.  CHFM did $1,200 in food stamp sales this past weekend, which is the highest ever in the country.  
· Currently, all San Diego Farm Bureau-managed markets take EBT as well as Mission Valley, Point Loma, and UTC, starting in August.  Curley Jordan reported that after 20 years of operation, the Chula Vista farmers’ market has also recently signed on to become EBT-accessible. EBT acceptance is required for a farmers market to have the Fresh Funds program.
· JuliAnna added that the Network for a Healthy CA work group on food stamp outreach strategies has created a brochure outlining facts and myths about Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Programs (i.e. food stamps), and information about using SNAP dollars to purchase seeds and starts for gardens.  
·  As to the breastfeeding workplace policy intervention, school staff will be a focus due to the high number of female employees.

· The school wellness policy-related interventions target the above mentioned districts, and will look at PE, after-school ACES funded programming, and nutrition and physical activity guidelines, among other things.  SDCOE will be working with 27 school districts on the guidelines portion.

· For the healthy school meals intervention, SDUSD is partnering with chefs, farmers, and other stakeholders that could impact this work in partnership with schools.

·  Deirdre requested that CPPW highlights be a standing item on the schools domain agenda.

· One of the group members asked if there is a web site specific to CPPW updates.  Naomi said that a public portal does not yet exist, but some information will be posted online as the interventions unfold.  In the meantime, Erica will send the Schools Domain an outline that was passed out today.

· Charles Daleo, the lead contact for SDCOE-CPPW, said that this meeting can serve as a hub for any partners tied in with the grant.  He said that he hopes to see all wellness coordinators at the table as they’re hired.  Vanessa added that she’d like to see a contact list of people touching this grant in San Diego.  

· JuliAnna said that COI has a partner directory, and anyone that attends this meeting is on the sign-in list.  Other partner information can be found on the new COI website, which went live at the end of June.  WebEx meetings may also be available for partners that cannot make this meeting.
	· JuliAnna and Vanessa will talk about possible collaboration between SDUSD and the larger food distribution center intervention.
· Any support for this intervention will be useful, especially from partners that work on school wellness policy. Announcements
	·  Deirdre reported on the Halloween Candy Buy Back.  This is a project being led by Healthy Kids Choice with COI as a partner.  This is a cash-for-candy program where children or parents bring in their surplus candy to participating dentists, businesses and schools, and receive $1 per pound.  This candy is then donated overseas to our troops.
· Candy drop off points will be expanded this year to 5 North County preschool sites and additional dentists.
· In addition to sending the troops candy, Sabrina Covington of HKC communicated that the San Diego Dental Society has sent a request to 1,800 dentists in the region to include dental hygiene supplies with the shipment of candy.

· Druann pointed out that some of the candy being sent may not comply with cultural or religious requirements within the countries it is being shipped to.  

· Deirdre mentioned the 2010 California Obesity Plan which provides recommendations for schools and all other sectors. This is an update to the original CA Obesity Plan created in 2005 and should be released soon.

· JuliAnna mentioned that the COI monthly newsletter contains a legislative update every month, which includes school-related legislation.  A good deal of items never pass through legislation, but that does not mean there is not forward movement.  Lindsey Cox of HHSA-CPPW said that for instance, if the California School Boards Association (CSBA) approves certain practice or guidelines, districts may be more inclined to adopt them.

· Gloria O’Shea of the Sean O’Shea Foundation announced that on August 14, there will be a free yoga training for credentialed teachers throughout San Diego County at the Encinitas Community Center.
