	Presentation & Discussion: Healthy Food in Healthcare—Models from Around the State
(Lena Brook, MES; Physicians for Social Responsibility)
	·  Lena Brook is the coordinator of the Healthcare Without 
Harm campaign entitled “Healthy Food in Healthcare.”  Healthcare Without Harm is an international coalition of organizations that collaborate to improve practices in the health care sector.  Physicians for Social Responsibility is the San Francisco Bay chapter associated with this coalition.

·   Lena’s presentation covered some of the strategies that 

healthcare facilities in the Bay Area have used to procure
local and sustainable foods.

·   A “leadership team” was developed in the Bay Area, which 
is a group of hospitals/facilities engaging in similar efforts to this end.  Lena has provided technical assistance to these hospitals/healthcare facilities to help them move forward with their goals to improve their service.  Lena said that these facilities rely less now on her assistance than they did in the beginning, now informed enough to advocate for changes themselves.

· Several hospitals in this area are interested in 

possibly forming a similar coalition in San Diego County to 

advocate for sustainable foods within their food service 

facilities.  Interested parties include Rady Children’s and 
UCSD.  Cheri Fidler said that the Food Services Director

at Rady’s would like to be involved in brainstorming ideas.

Cheri suggested that a subcommittee could be formed under

the purview of this domain to discuss these efforts.  JA 

mentioned the local procurement efforts currently underway

in San Diego Unified School District; it is the 8th largest 

district in the nation and their strategies may be helpful for

healthcare as well.

·   Additionally, JuliAnna reminded the group that this sort

of advocacy campaign does not have to be limited to

hospitals; WIC agencies, community clinics, and doctors are also able to advocate for sustainable/local foods within their facilities.
	· Lena is willing to work with COI partners in 
this domain to build partnerships like those in the Bay Area once we assess the needs present in San Diego.  Possible technical 

assistance would include grant writing, assistance building partnerships, sharing best practices, etc.

	Domain Work Plan Updates
(Group)
	· Phyllis Hartigan opened the discussion by explaining the COI work plans and their purpose.  Each COI domain is responsible for having a work plan that relates to each activity being administered through COI.  This helps COI track the progress of its domain projects.

· She asked the group for some input on the current work plans listed for the healthcare domain.
· Another active work plan of this domain is to develop a surveillance system for childhood BMI to be operated through the San Diego Regional Immunization Registry (SDIR).  These efforts will be bolstered through CPPW funding.
	· Initial 211 work plan is completed; new work plan underway is to create a survey asking providers if this domain can do anything further to strengthen effectiveness of 211.

	CPPW  Update (Dean Sidelinger, MD)
	· Dr. Dean Sidelinger of County of SD HHSA provided an overview of the SDIR’s BMI surveillance capability.  The goal associated with this project is to get more patient data into the registry for healthcare providers and the community.  BMI is an important tool to use for needs assessment and outcome measurement to benchmark the progress of obesity prevention and reduction. 
· As a whole, the goal is to link electronic health records (EHRs) to the SDIR so that immunization data is recorded automatically and avoids duplication.  A proposal has been written for a portion of CPPW funding to be allocated toward hooking up 5 systems to have these capabilities.

· Another grant has come into San Diego called the Beacon grant which accomplishes a similar goal; it will allow automated transmission of patient data from one facility to another while also addressing all necessary privacy and legal procedures associated with health information exchange.

· Dean explained that immunization records are public, but a patient would be able to sign a disclosure about whether or not the BMI data would be shared.  Currently, healthcare providers and schools are the only facilities that can access the immunization registry to input patient data.  All they can view is the date of birth and immunization records.  A patient can sign up to opt out if they want to keep all of their information private.

· Dean also explained that healthcare facilities are eligible for federal funding to gain software that operates electronic medical records (EMRs) in order to be able to record patient data electronically.  In order for a hospital/facility to get this funding, they have to submit a “meaningful use data” proposal, which essentially states their need to implement an EMR system.
	· Dean and Phyllis will work together to update this work plan.

	· The group went over the other work plans associated with this domain after Dean went more in depth to explain the SDIR/BMI project and the role federal funding can play.

· A new work plan will be developed to start a forum for local partners to discuss Healthcare Without Harm.

· The group also talked about possible creation of a work plan to address strategy F in the new Childhood Obesity Action Plan, which was just issued in August 2010.  Strategy F would focus on getting more OB/GYNs to get involved in the healthcare domain’s work.
